Good for the Ground produce biodegradable, compostable film bags for kitchen and home use. Made from environmentally friendly material formed from starch, the bags are a sustainable solution to protect our resources and environment. Under controlled composting conditions they breakdown completely into CO2 and H2O, within 45 days.

The home packs come in two sizes – large and small – and there are 10 bags in each pack. Ideal in the kitchen to store fresh vegetables, sandwiches, meat to go into the freezer, left over cheese, buttons or in the home to store beads, first aid and any number of other uses. The crisp film ‘holds the fold’ so you can simply fold over, clip with a clothes peg or sticker. (10 stickers are conveniently supplied in each Home Pack). 
While researching for environmentally friendly, ‘organic’ packaging Alison discovered this film. “These bags have been highly successful for our Tierhoek Organic dried fruit. The supportive and enthusiastic response from our customers motivated us to launch Good for the Ground bags, to make them available to everyone in South Africa”. 

Though the film originates in France the production of the bags, sleeves and stickers is all proudly South African. In fact it is another local resident, Helen Borszony of Starseed, who is the creative mind behind the design of the packaging.
